Fouryears B.Com Honours Programme can be with or without research:

(Honours with Research). The degree may be with Single major, Double major, Interdisciplinary and Multidisciplinary.

b) The minimum number of credits for B.Com (Honours) and B.Com (Honours with Research) shall be 192 credits. The minimum
number of credits for B.Com shall be 144 credits. The minimum number of credits for UG Diploma (Commerce) shall be 96 credits. In
addition, they shall complete Internship/apprenticeship/work-based vocational education and training of 4 credits during the Summer
Vacation of second year to get the exit. The minimum number of credits for UG Certificate (Commerce) shall be 48 credits. In addition,
they shall complete Internship/apprenticeship/work-based vocational education and training of 4 credits during the Summer Vacation of
first year to get the exit. The students who have scored atleast 75% aggregate marks in the first six semesters shall be allowed to opt for
B.Com (Honours with Research) in seventh semester.

¢) A student may opt for single major, double major, Interdisciplinary and Multidisciplinary programme as offered by the Institution. A
student opting for double major has to secure a minimum of 40% credits from the second major. Accordingly the total number of credits
will be higher which will be determined by the Faculty of Business management & Commerce. A student is allowed to change major
within the broad discipline at the end of the second semester by giving a candidate a sufficient time to explore the interdisciplinary during
the first year. The degrees awarded under the faculty will be considered within the same broad discipline.

d) The number of credits for any course under the Scheme can be changed as per NEP 2020 keeping in view the developments in the
discipline from time to time. Students should secure the prescribed credits ( about 50% of total credits) through core courses in major
discipline.

e) A student can opt for subjects with credit amounting to 20% of the total credits from online courses available at SWAYAM Platform of
MOE (GOI) after due approval by the undergraduate Board of Studies.
